Two U.S. Senate Contests on Ballot

The office of U.S. Senate will have TWO separate contests on the
June 7, 2022, Primary Election ballot. You may vote on both. The first
contest is the regular election for the full 6-year term of office
beginning on January 3, 2023 (full term). The second contest is a
special vacancy election, since the current officeholder is
temporarily filing a vacancy, for the remainder of the term ending on
January 3, 2023 (partial/unexpired term).

Redistricting and Voting

To get an updated count of the country's population, the U.S.
Constitution requires a federal census every ten years. California
uses that census data to redraw the Congressional, State Senate,
State Assembly, and State Board of Equalization districts based on
population changes. The independent California Citizens
Redistricting Commission (CCRC) uses the new census data to
redraw the Congressional, State Senate, State Assembly, and State
Board of Equalization district boundaries. The boundaries for local
districts, such as county supervisorial or city council districts, are
drawn by those governing bodies and not by the CCRC.

Polling places close at 8:00 pm on Election Night, but it can take a few
hours for all locations to report results, and weeks before the final totals
are known. Ever wondered why? Here's a quick look at what happens to
your ballot after you cast it.

Election Night

The first results are posted shortly after 8:00 pm - these are the
Vote by Mail ballots that were returned and processed prior to
Election Day.

After that, we must wait for the first of the polling places across
the county to complete their paperwork, pack up their supplies,
and return the ballots - this can take more than an hour.

As polling places report in, their results are tabulated and
compiled into countywide results.

The posted results are updated periodically throughout the night.
When all polling places have reported, the election night counting
is done; however, there are still more ballots to count and a lot
more work to do before the results become official (see below).

Ballots counted after Election Day

"Last Minute" Vote by Mail Ballots: Vote by Mail ballots that
arrive on Election Day either by mail, returned at a polling place or
deposited in a Ballot Drop Box, are processed, and counted in the
days after Election Day.

Postmarked Vote by Mail Ballots: Under California law, ballots
may be processed even if they arrive after Election Day, as long as
they are received by mail no later than 7 days after the election and
are postmarked on or before Election Day.

Missing or Mismatched Signature: A voter's signature on the
returned vote-by-mail identification envelope must compare with
the signature(s) in the voter's registration record. If the voter did
not sign the ballot envelope, or if the elections official has
determined that the signature on the envelope does not compare
to the signature(s) of the voter in the voter's record, the Elections
Office will, provide the voter with the applicable notice to cure the
missing or mismatched signature. This notice must be returned to
the Elections Office no later than 2 days prior to the certification of
the election.

Provisional Ballots: These are the last ballots counted because
they must be researched and verified; it may take a few weeks, but
every valid vote will be counted.

4. The ballot is returned without the I.D. Return Envelope.

VBM Cure Process: The law requires the Election
Office to send a letter and verification form to voters who
forgot to sign their return envelope or whose signatures
did not match their signatures on file. In order for these
ballots to be counted, voters must sign and return their
form prior to the deadline.
